Student-Generated Dictionary Project

Procedure:

1. Each student will construct a picture dictionary due at the end each marking period.

2. Dictionaries will be reviewed each grading period.

3. Each dictionary will contain a minimum of (number of words depends on grade level) new vocabulary words by the end of each grading period.

4. Students will word map each word entered into the dictionary. 

5. Each entry will contain;

a. the definition of the word in context 

b. the word’s part of speech

c. the translation of the word in the student’s L1

d. a sentence using the word in the correct context

e. a synonym and antonym for the word

f. picture or drawing representing the meaning

Materials:
1. notebook

2. pencil/pen/crayons/colored pencils

3. magazines, scissors, paste/glue

4. magnetic letters

Sample Activities for Student-generated Dictionary:

· hangman with vocabulary words, followed by class mapping of word on the board

· student description of words for class to guess

· timed word unscrambling (use magnetic letters), followed by oral definition or use of word in sentence

· student-generated sentences in sentence strips or cloze exercises

· spelling bee

· dictations

· phonemic analysis

· syllable analysis

· word analysis (root, suffix, prefix)

· teacher/student designed crossword puzzles
