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Dr. Mary Johnson is the Senior Historian with Facing History and Ourselves, a non-profit organization that helps teachers integrate the lessons of the holocaust into their curriculum.  Dr. Johnson has been with the organization for 27 years; she previously taught Women’s Studies and European History at Washington University, Temple University and East Tennessee State University.  She began her teaching career as a United States Peace Corps Volunteer (do we know where?), where she started her own school.  Dr. Johnson’s numerous publications have explored Franco-American women, women of the French Revolution, Holocaust Studies, Using Oral Testimonies, teaching about the Holocaust and Genocide, the Nuremberg Trials, Professor Yehuda Bauer, and Professor Nechama Tec.  She recently was a contributing author to the Facing History resource book Crimes against Humanity and Civilization: The Genocide of the Armenians, and coedited the Family Guide to Samuel Bak’s recent exhibition “Icons of Loss”—memories of the Holocaust in Eastern Europe. 
Dr. Johnson co-authored one of the most widely-used Facing History resources, “Elements of Time,” which describes how teachers can incorporate video testimonies of Holocaust survivors in their courses on the Holocaust.  She has also been involved in the development of an online magazine about teaching the Holocaust since September 11 in cooperation with the Anti-Defamation League.
Dr. Johnson acts as a key liaison to Holocaust organizations, museums, and universities and works to develop Facing History study guides, docent training programs, and workshops.  Dr. Johnson has linked Facing History to many organizations including: The Koppelman Center at Rider University; the Holocaust-Genocide Center at Stockton College; the Braun Center at ADL; The New Jersey Commission on the Holocaust; the Midwest Center for Holocaust Education; the Association of Holocaust Organizations; the South Carolina Council on the Holocaust; the Georgia Commission on the Holocaust; the Anne Frank Center, and the Idaho Human Rights Center.

Dr. Johnson represents Facing History at U.S. and international conferences each year, such as The Scholars' Conference on the Churches and Universities; the New York Council on Social Studies; the National Council on Social Studies (where she is a member of their International Assembly and has served as both a chair and co-chair of their International Activities Community); the Association of Holocaust Organizations; the Middle Atlantic Council on Social Studies; teachers' conferences at Hofstra University; Rider University Biennial Conferences on the Holocaust, and the international educational conferences at Yad Vashem.
